WANTED: PEACE

Jesus came and stood in their midst and said to them, “Peace
be with you.”” Just as The Risen Lord extended his peace to
his disciples, he extends that peace to us too. Thomas was the
sort of man who needed to see the marks of nails in Jesus’s
hands and put his fingers right into the wound in His side
before he could believe that Christ had risen from the dead.
When the other disciples told Thomas, “We have seen the
Lord.”, he could not trust their tale. Second-hand news would
not convince him. On the other hand, Thomas demonstrated
an important facet of our faith. Christianity is above all an
experiential faith, a living relationship with Christ. A Chris-
tian is not a person who merely accumulates intellectual
knowledge about God nor simply fulfills tradition and the
letter of the law. Pope Francis has repeatedly emphasized that
Christianity is an encounter with the risen Christ. If you, or
anyone you know would like to hear more about the Risen
Jesus, the joyful peace that He brings to us, or about the com-
munity of faith that gathers each week to celebrate that resur-
rection, we invite you to call Lisa at 732-251-4000 ext.
